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MY NAME IS HANS FRANK. I AM A GERMAN JEW, BORN IN 1904. MY MOTHER RACHEL WAS A SPANISH
SEPHARDIC JEW FROM ASTURIAS AND MY FATHER JOSEF WAS AN ASHKENAZI GERMAN JEW. MY MOM
WAS A LEFTIST POLITICAL ACTIVIST, BUT MY DAD BELIEVED JEWS SHOULD NEVER BE INVOLVED IN
POLITICS AND SHOULD MIND THEIR OWN BUSINESS.

AFTER ATTENDING HUMBOLDT UNIVERSITY OF BERLIN, WHERE
I STUDIED BRITISH AND FRENCH COLONIALISM IN THE NEAR
EAST AND NORTH AFRICA, I DECIDED I WANTED TO BECOME A
JOURNALIST, INSTEAD OF RUNNING A BOOKSTORE LIKE MY
FATHER.

IN 1929, I MET ALBERT EINSTEIN
WHEN HE WAS GIVING A LECTURE
ON THE RISE OF ANTISEMITISM

IN GERMANY.

I ALSO LEARNED OF HIS INTEREST IN THE RELATIONSHIP
BETWEEN ARABS AND JEWS [N PALESTINE.
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EINSTEIN INTRODUCED ME TO THE WRITINGS OF BERNARD
LECACHE, A FRENCH JEWISH JOURNALIST, WHO PLAYED A
KEY ROLE IN THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE INTERNATIONAL
LEAGUE AGAINST ANTISEMITISM (LICA) IN PARIS.
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
